Star
stopovers include the legendary Hotel
Martinez where celebs sip champagne by
the pool, the majestic Carlton, where Grace
Kelly, Elton John and Michael Jackson have
stayed, the hot Hôtel du Cap or elegant
Eden Roc, a favourite for Liz Taylor and
Justin Timberlake, spied cooling off in the
pool during the May festival. 

Private villas with pools come at a
premium at this star-studded time of the
year but some well-known names have
wisely bought their very own slice of the
south of France. On discovering her now
famous, early 20th-century olive farm
‘Appassionata’ , actress-turned-author
Carol Drinkwater finally found her dream
house by the sea that she’d been searching

for for almost a decade. With ten acres of
grounds, the farm boasts around 300
ancient and junior olive trees, along with
lemon, orange, cherry, almond and fig
trees... and to top it all, a beautiful, Art
Deco pool: “It’s situated on a lovely hillside
punctuated with drystone walls,
overlooking the bay of Cannes.”

“My most favourite
pastimes here are sitting on my terrace
with a good book, pottering in my small
terrace garden, before spending the
afternoon by the pool, then meeting

friends for dinner. It’s my ‘bolt hole’ and my
escape route to sanity and relaxation!” 

BT Chairman, Sir Christopher Bland has
many favourite pastimes at his 13th-century
château in Gascony: “I enjoy a breakfast of
fresh croissants followed by swimming,
playing boules, reading under the trees and
then lunch by the pool. In the words of
Baudelaire, it’s ‘Calme, luxe et volupte’.”

Party space or private escape? Summer fun
or regular exercise? Feature fountain or

infinity edge? With temperatures seemingly
ever rising, the United Kingdom is no longer
such an odd country in which to install an
outdoor pool. Gone are the days of kidney-
shaped pools with a deep end, a shallow end
and a diving board if you were lucky. Advances
in technology mean that pools are now
available in a number of different materials, to
suit the large and small purse alike, which is
why more and more people are cooling off in
the hot summer months, splashing about in
the privacy of their own back garden. But
which pool is right for you?

Who benefits?
The choice of pools available today can seem
overwhelming, but the first step to choosing
your perfect pool is to consider who will use it
and for what purpose. Will you need to keep
an eye on the children playing or do you have
a private corner of the garden in mind for a
luxury spa? Will your new pool include a
decorative water feature that you’d like to
view from your house or do you think of it as
functional – a place for swimming laps? Do
you intend to use the area around your
swimming pool for entertaining? Will you
provide changing facilities beside the pool?
While these all-important questions need to be
carefully considered, the layout of your garden
and how much you are prepared to spend may
ultimately dictate the size, shape and location
of your new pool. 

What Type?
There are two main types of pool to consider –
above-ground and submerged – and each has
its own merits. Perhaps you see yourself
moving house in a few years so would like a
pool you can take with you, or maybe you
don’t want the extra mess and expense of
shifting tonnes of earth. In this case, an above-
ground pool could be the one for you. On the
other hand, perhaps you don’t want to be
constrained by a ‘packaged’ pool design, or
you see a pool as a way of adding value to
your property. Either way, there’ll be a pool
that’s sure to suit your needs. ➤➤ 24

Inflatable Pool
In recent years, the development of heavy gauge
PVC has opened up the above-ground swimming
pool market, with easy-to-assemble inflatable pools
available to buy relatively cheaply online. Two
manufacturers dominate the market – Intex and
Bestway, and examples of both can be seen at
www.justsportandleisure.com (Tel: 0870230063)
and www.poolstore.co.uk (Tel: 0845 128 4373).
With models ranging from a shallow, 30”-deep
pool with a 10-foot diameter typically retailing at
£80 to a 48”-deep pool with an 18-foot diameter
for £395, it’s easy to see why many take a step up
from a paddling pool to something deeper and
more spacious. Most models are supplied in kit
form, containing everything you’ll need to set up
your pool. Simply inflate the ring around the top of
the pool and then fill the pool with water. The
inflatable ring acts as a float to ensure that the top
of the pool stays above the level of the water at all
times. However, it’s important to remember that
these pools are not just large paddling pools, and
are not designed to be emptied and refilled on a
regular basis – you’ll find that most are supplied
with simple filters and electric pumps to clean and
circulate the water. 

Metal Frame and 
Splasher Pools
Metal frame pools usually comprise a one-piece
liner that hangs from a tubular metal frame, while
splasher pools are of a basic metal wall
construction. These pools are very easy to put
together, requiring just a few basic tools, and come
in a variety of different qualities and sizes, along
with the basic filtration equipment. Take a look at
www.splashandrelax.co.uk (Tel: 0800 032 4537),
where you’ll find examples of both – metal frame
pools start from £119.99 and splasher pools from
£239. While these pools are easy to put up and to
take down, making them perfect for seasonal use,
they are unlikely to last much beyond ten years.
Still, from as little as £12 per year over ten years
(excluding maintenance), they represent pretty
good value for money.

Rigid-walled Pool
A more robust option is the rigid-walled pool. Held
firmly together by wall panels made from galvanised
steel or timber, and with a metal, wooden or resin
top deck, this is the closest you’ll get to a
submerged pool in terms of volume of water and
long pool life (about 35 years) without needing the
expense and mess of digging a hole. Typical rigid-
walled pools can be erected by a competent DIYer
(with a couple of handy mates) in a weekend, and
with decking and clever landscaping, this type of
pool can be made very attractive. There are several
manufacturers to choose from in this category.
Plastica make an attractive octagonal pool from
Scandinavian redwood. It comes in six different 
sizes with prices starting from £2,778 on
www.gardenadventure.co.uk. The knowledgeable
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One of the latest designs
from Swimtek, the fibreglass
Buccaneer comes with a
separate spa area with
seating for up to five people.

Submerged Pools
It’s now when design comes into its own, so
think again about who will be using the pool.
If competitive swimming is your aim, then
you’ll need a straight length of about 25 m in
order to train effectively unless you have a
counter-current machine to swim against. You
could purchase a purpose-built swim spa or,
alternatively, retro-fit an ‘over-the-wall’ or
‘through-the-wall’ Badu-Jet unit to a
conventional pool. A pool designed with family
and friends in mind should have a large
shallow area, but think carefully about the
deep end – you don’t want any accidents
caused by the misuse of a diving board. 

Vinyl Liner
While a submerged pool will generally be more
costly than an above-ground pool, a pool with
a vinyl liner is still an affordable option for a
seasoned DIYer, with the possibility of working
with a contractor for the trickier parts of the
job. By doing it yourself, you could potentially
save more than £5,000, but since vinyl liners
are prone to rips and tears, don’t expect this
type of pool to last a lifetime (you may get
7–10 years of use before a replacement liner is
needed). Once the hole has been dug, support
walls typically made from aluminium, steel,
fibreglass or pressure-treated wood are put
into place around the walls, and the ground is
made smooth and flat with a layer of sand.
The liner is laid into the hole and secured with
coping before the pool is filled. A 20-foot by
12-foot rectangular DIY pool kit by Kafko can
be bought from www.worldofpools.com for
£4,800 and could be installed in about a week.
The Skypool package is new to the market,
and a starter kit can be purchased for around
£7,000. The galvanised steel panels mean that
your pool can be almost any shape or size you
want, and the higher price is said to be
reflected in the superior quality. The pool can by purchased in a
variety of different colours – even an ultra-modern black. Visit
www.skypoolresidential.astralpool. com/eng or call Astral UK (Tel:
01329 514000) for a list of dealers.

Fibreglass Shells
Another popular DIY option is a complete fibreglass shell. This
tough material is smooth to the touch, can be moulded into
practically any shape and comes in a variety of different colours.
Prices vary according to the size and design of the pool, but
whatever shell you choose, it will be delivered in one piece – all you
have to do is pop it in the hole! (Obviously, you must ensure that
there is enough space for the delivery crane to drive the shell up to
the hole.) Once the shell is level in the hole, it can be filled with
water, while at the same time the sides should be packed with sand

to stop them from bulging. Finally, a layer of concrete around the
top edge keeps the shell in place. Maintenance costs are said to be
low, with algae simply brushing off the walls. Swimtek
(www.swimtek.co.uk; Tel: 01263 768848) is one of the leading
manufacturers and suppliers of fibreglass pools in the UK. The shells
are ready plumbed with all the necessary fittings, and Swimtek will
actually connect the pumps, filters and heaters as part of their DIY

package. Prices start from £11,000. 
Alternatively, Golden Coast

(www.goldenc.com; Tel: 01271 378100) offer
two ‘kit pools’ as a real alternative to traditional
tiled concrete pools. For a self-build or
professional installation there is the ‘Swimmer
Polymer’ panel system liner pool, manufactured
from lightweight non-corrosive polymer wall
sections whilst, requiring professional installation
but with over 25,000 pool installations world-
wide to its name, the Prõteus Céramica pool kit
range uses a unique chassis of steel panels that
simply bolt together.

Customised In-ground
If you’ve let your imagination run wild, then a
customised pool with a liner or concrete finish will
enable you to realise your dream since the
materials can be shaped to your detailed
specification. Since this type of pool is generally
considered a permanent fixture, it’s worth
employing a professional contractor to give you
expert advice as well as peace of mind. The cost
of installation will vary according to the size of
pool, complexity of design, accessibility of the
site, materials used, etc, but expect to pay
anything from £25,000 upwards (excluding
excavation). There are various ways to construct
this type of pool: a layer of concrete (gunite or
shotcrete) sprayed into a reinforced framework of
steel; single concrete block or twin block
construction with steel reinforced bars and wet
cement poured to fill the cavity; and panel pools
commonly made from stainless or galvanised
steel. Nigel Taylor from Alba/SB Pools Ltd
(www.albapools.co.uk; Tel: 0870 770 5660) will
guide you through the selection process from
design to the type of finish you require. The
company even offers stainless steel pools – ‘the
ultimate in style, strength and function’!

Additional Costs
Whatever type of pool you choose, heating and maintenance costs
will rear their ugly heads sooner or later. The figure will obviously
depend on the size and location of the pool and products chosen
to maintain it, but expect to pay between £500 and £1,000 a year
including heating costs. In these energy conscious times, give
consideration to buying a heat pump when you purchase the pool
rather than a conventional electric heater, and ask about how well
the floor, walls and surface of your pool will be insulated! Since
algae is not too fussy about where it grows, it’s important to
remember that above-ground pools require the same chemical
treatments as permanently installed pools if the water’s to be fit for
bathing. As for other extras… have you considered a water slide?
Or how about fibreglass lighting? A spa might be nice, or what
about that fountain… the list goes on! ■

Choosing a
Contractor
� Even if you are an advanced
DIYer and plan to do all/most of
the work yourself, it is still
recommended that you seek
advice from an accredited
contractor.

� Aim to enlist a competent,
professional, experienced
contractor at the earliest stages
of planning your pool. He or she
will be able to discuss in detail
the pros and cons of different
designs and materials, and will
be able to give you a clear
idea of cost.

� Rather than putting a pin in
a local directory, visit
www.spata.co.uk. The Swimming
Pool and Associated Trades
Association (SPATA) vets its
members before membership,
ensuring that their methods and
workmanship adhere to strict
working standards.

� Try to obtain at least three
estimates in writing, making sure
that you’re given a breakdown
of all the costs.

� Once you’ve chosen your
contractor, make sure he or she
has up-to-date insurance, in the
unfortunate even that your
property is damaged during the
construction of your pool.
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So you have made the decision to buy a hot tub. But a little bit
of research reveals a wealth of varieties, all with different

optional extras and technology. How do you know which is the
spa for you? When choosing a hot tub you need to think about
your lifestyle and how your spa will best fit in with your life. Here
are the questions you should be asking yourself before you commit
to anything.

BEFORE YOU GO
What do I want to use the hot tub for?
People generally buy a spa for two reasons; relaxation, e.g.
hydrotherapy and social activities. The reason that you are buying

your spa for will tell you which features you should be looking
for in a hot tub. If you want it for relaxation or

health issues, then you will be
looking for one with

massage jets and 

adjustable water pressure, whereas if you want something friends
and family can enjoy, then you may be considering an
entertainment tub complete with TV, DVD player and so on. On
the other hand if you have fitness in mind a swim spa, or exercise
pool, may be what you require.

What is my budget?
You need to decide on a budget from the beginning. Do a little
research to find out ballpark figures then see how much you can
afford to spend. Your spa should suit your lifestyle and your
budget. Make sure that whatever you look at represents good
value for money, won’t be too expensive to run, and will be easy
to maintain. Jason Smith, Dealer Co-Ordinator for hot tub
manufacturer RotoSpa UK Limited, also warns to look out for
hidden extras. Says Jason, “Remember to bear in mind the added
costs that may be incurred such as crane hire and electrical
upgrades. These costs may be quite high and so you should build
them into your agreed family budget.”

Taking

CHOOSING A SPA

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How many people will use it? 
Which members of the family and/or friends will be using it on a
regular basis? Always add an extra one to your initial number
and remember that when news spreads about your new
acquisition you will suddenly become very popular! Says Danielle
Millward, Product Manager at Jacuzzi Hot Tubs, “I would
recommend that you consider the seating capacity of the hot tub
as, although you may think they only require
a hot tub for two people, in reality it is a
social product and more people may want to
get in the hot tub from time to time.” Keep
in mind, however, that you are buying it for
yourself – not your friends.

How often will it be used? 
Contrary to popular belief, a spa needn’t be
restricted to summer use. You can enjoy
your spa 365 days a year, night and day if
you like. You will need to consider the sun,
shade and wind patterns in each of the
different seasons and, of course, privacy. You
may want a spa enclosure, which can make
an attractive garden feature in its own right.
Or you might want a roof to shelter from
rain or provide shade in summer. Consider
glass windbreaks, perfect for stargazing. 

Should it be outside? 
For the most part, the hot tub is thought of
as an outdoor product, usually sited on a
patio or built into a timber deck. Many
companies selling tubs also sell timber
gazebos and log cabins to shelter the users.
A spa can be installed indoors or outdoors,
although most are installed outdoors, even
in cold weather climates. If you want an
indoor hot tub the three main considerations
are: will it fit through the door, is the
structural strength of the flooring adequate
and will de-humidification be required. 
How much space do you have? 
Think about how big your garden is.
Consider whether you want the spa to be
the focal point of the garden, or tucked
away in an enclosure at the bottom of the
garden. Landscaping and plants around the
hot tub can create a more natural effect.

WHEN YOU ARE THERE
What is like when I try it?
Make sure you ‘wet test’ a spa before purchasing. This means
getting into a spa with water in it. After all you wouldn’t buy a
car without test driving it, would you? 
Some reputable spa dealers maintain filled demonstration models
just for this purpose. Now is the time to ask any questions as
well. “Remember that your spa should be built to last a lifetime,”
says Jason. “Take the time to wet test your chosen spa and
maybe hire one before buying. Ask your dealer if all the parts in
the spa are CE-approved and that spares are readily available.”
Stay in the spa with the jets on for at least 15 minutes. At the

end of that time you will know whether the seating and jet
arrangements are comfortable. 

What is the seating like?
Check that the seats provide comfortable support. You should be
sitting upright comfortably, not half lying down like in the bath.
When sitting in any seat, the water should reach above shoulder

level. If it does not, you will get cold very quickly
if it is outside and you will not get full
hydrotherapeutic value. Does the depth of water
suit all members of the family? If not consider
another design with graduated seating. 

Is it comfortable and easy to use?
Are the controls within easy reach and are they
easy to operate? Make sure that all members of
the family will be able to use it with ease. Pay
attention to the hydrotherapy aspects. Is the
massage what you would have hoped to
experience? Can you divert the flow of water to
specific seats to increase/decrease pressure
without turning off jets? 

Is it easy to maintain?
Ask the seller how easy it is to maintain, how
much it will cost to run and to guarantee clean
water. Have a look at the insides to see how well-
designed the plumbing is. Maintenance takes
about five minutes a day, and slightly longer once
a week – basically, you need to check the pH
levels of the water using a simple test kit and
correct the water balance when necessary. A
chemical guide and instructions should be part of
your installation and any good company should
spend considerable time explaining how to look
after your spa in detail. The high temperatures of
spa pools means they are more at risk from
bacterial diseases and so must be properly
maintained and have an appropriate filtration
system fitted such a fine sand, chlorine and
ozone filter. 

What else do I need?
As well as the high water temperature, it is also
important to keep the area surrounding the spa
warm with an environmental control system,
such as the Premier Air Handling Unit from
Heritage Pools. This will not only help to regulate

the environmental surrounding to ensure bather comfort but
can also help to maintain and increase the longevity of the spa
and spa building. 

Can I take it with me if I move?
The choice is yours, selling a property with a hot tub can add
thousands to your selling price, also a property with a hot tub
can add the desire and excitement every new property should
offer. If you are an existing hot tub owner, this is a perfect
opportunity to upgrade. On the other hand if you wish to take
the spa with you, check with the dealer that they have the
correct equipment to move it in the future. If you do want to
take it, the Riviera range of spas from Certikin International, for
example, are portable spas so they are easy to move. ➤➤ 28

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Volcano jet: A large jet that’s
positioned at the bottom of the tub and
aimed upward for a water effect that’s
similar to a volcano erupting. 

Whirlpool jet: This large jet is
placed out of the way of the seating
area and is designed to create a large
rushing water effect at the perimeter of
the tub. It should always be positioned
midway into the tub so you can
manoeuvre your body and massage a
specific area. It provides a tremendous
amount of pressure in a concentrated

region. It’s also a diverter jet, meaning it
diverts pressure from other jets, resulting
in the same type of whirlpool action
found in a physical therapist’s office. This
form of hydrotherapy can be very
beneficial for those who have sprains or
muscular injuries. 

Whirly jet: This small jet produces
two surprisingly powerful streams of water
in a tight, rotating formation. The massage
action is similar to someone taking his or
her thumb, applying pressure, and then
massaging in a circular motion. 

Ozone jet: This specialty jet is
unique from all others as it is part of the
hot tub’s filtration system. When an
Ozonator is installed, the ozone is
introduced into the water through this
jet, helping to sanitize the tub. The
ozone will appear as a stream of small
bubbles and will be active during
heating and filtration cycles. 

Adjustable jet: This jet 
can be easily turned on and off by
twisting the plastic rim around the 
jet. This allows you to adjust which 
jets are receiving the water flow 
and, thus, personalise your 
hydrotherapy experience. 

Neck jet: These are installed in
pairs above the water line and are
angled to provide targeted massage
action to your neck and shoulder region. 

Power massage jet: This
large jet rotates a large stream of water
through several nozzles, producing a
powerful massage experience over a
large area. It is generally used for your
lower back. 

Dual rotator jet: A medium-
size jet that contains two powerful nozzles
that rotates in a circular pattern,
massaging an area the size of your hand. 

Directional jet: This is a jet
where the nozzle may be moved,
positioning the stream of water as
you desire. 

Swirl jet: This jet’s single nozzle
swirls the water around in a circular
pattern, providing an overall massage 
in a wide area. 

Pulsing jet: The pulsing jet’s 
two nozzles rotate to provide a pulsing
massage motion that’s great at helping
to relax your tight muscles. 

Power dual roto jet: This
powerful jet offers you the best of all
worlds with two powerful rotating
nozzles that can be adjusted to multiple
massage patterns. ➤➤ 31

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HAMPERS

1 small onion, finely chopped

1 teaspoon dried oregano
1/2 teaspoon ground cumin
1kg finely minced lean beef
1 tablespoon extra virgin olive oil
2 tablespoons chopped flat-leaf parsley
1 teaspoon chilli sauce
6 soft white burger buns, split and lightly chargrilledsalt and freshly ground black pepper

1 In a small frying pan, melt the butter and gentlyfry the onion, garlic, oregano and cumin until theonion is translucent and softened. Allow to coolthen transfer to a large bowl and mix with theminced beef, olive oil, parsley and chilli sauce.Work with your hands to create a blended mixturebut do not overwork it.

2 Form the mixture into six ‘burgers’, and chargrill them on the barbecue – for medium rare,4–5 minutes each side, 6–8 minutes each side for well-done.

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Having your own pool, with instant
access and nobody to get in your

way while swimming, should be a
successful way to achieving fitness, and
yet so often that’s just not the case.
Swimming short laps is tiresome, and UK
winters are enough to halt your regime
for months. So it’s just not practical to
use a home pool for a daily workout –
and almost unthinkable that it could play
a part in competitive training. Right?

Except that’s no longer necessarily
true. The advent of ‘swim spas’ has
revolutionised home aqua fitness, with
even committed triathletes undergoing
their gruelling training regime in the
comfort of their own pool. A huge
range of people are following the trend
for home workouts and installing low-
cost pools that can be taken with them
if they move house.

The unique concept of a dual-benefit
fitness and relaxation pool hit the UK
around four years ago, although swim
spas were first manufactured in the mid-
1990s. The appeal of a hot tub
combined with a counter-current
swimming lane allows a vigorous
workout followed by a hydrotherapy
wind-down session, both at comfortable
(and independently controlled)
temperatures. And of course, it can still
be used to splash around with the kids!

The swim spa is a compact pool,
usually between 2 and 5 metres long,

with a spa seating area set at one end.
The truly innovative feature is the use of
swim jets to create a counter-current.
Swimming against this current is the
equivalent of running on a treadmill; no
more tiresome turns at the end of each
lap, and no more straying out of lane.

“These pools have become hugely
popular over the last year or so,” says
Natasha Rogers, Manager at HotSpring,
Enfield. “Now everyone wants them.
People who have tried them at the gym
or on holiday realise that they’re actually

an affordable option for their own
home.” Because the pool is foam-
insulated around the main shell, it is much
more energy efficient than a standard
pool. The lid is fully thermal so that 24-
hour heating is possible. The Riptide
model, exclusive to HotSpring, can be run
at 32° for an average of £1.40 per day,
with an hour’s use daily. HotSpring
suggest that for an estimated £500 per
year you can choose to buy gym
membership and incur travel costs,
journey time and share the facilities – 
or you can run your own pool and swim
at your leisure.

Fitness swimming is just one of the
options available. The constant and
controllable temperature ensures that the
pool can be kept warm enough for a
splash-around with the children, and used
year-round to teach small ones to swim
without the end-of-session shivering that
may put them off entering the

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water the next time. Turn the
thermostat down a fraction and use the
pool for aqua aerobics; turn on the
countercurrent and walk, run or strength
train using the water’s buoyancy for low-
impact workouts.

“Our whole family use it, and our two
and a half-year old son absolutely loves it.
It’s just a fantastic addition to the garden,
and helps to make use of the garden all
year round. We used ours all through
Christmas and New Year!” enthuses
Isobel Rickards, Director of Elite Spas Ltd.

Choosing the right model for your
requirements may well depend on the hot
tub features in the different options.
Several on the market incorporate seating
and massaging jets in the main pool area,
with separate temperature controls for
that section only. Others do require a
quick hop over a partition to reach the spa
area; often though these have the capacity
to seat more people. Aquamonde offers a
range of swim spas which include both
‘single body of water’ types and ‘dual
body of water types’ where the spa
section is separate from the swimming
section. Models start from £14,800. 

Says Paul Harrison, from Aquamonde
Lifestyle Ltd, "With a swim spa you can
enjoy all the benefits of a full sized pool at
a fraction of the cost and in a  fraction of
the space. Less water, less heating, less
chemicals all adds up  to an affordable,
convenient home health-centre to be
enjoyed all year."

Of course, it’s easy to swallow the sales
speak. Chances are you’re logging on
right now to find your nearest
showroom. But are they really all they’re
hyped up to be, or is it just another
passing vogue? Some might feel the
world of celebdom is a good indicator of
what’s going to be gone tomorrow
despite it being very much ‘wow’ today –
but internationally-renowned chef Jean-
Christophe Novelli is determined to make
even more use of his swim spa after
using it latterly in his training for the
Michelob ULTRA London Triathlon. 

“My Olympic exercise pool certainly
helped me to improve my overall stamina
and fitness levels. Swimming against the
high-power jets let me find a rhythm that
wouldn’t be possible where laps are
necessary. An added bonus was being
able to train in my back garden!”

His only regret is that he didn’t get it
earlier: “As soon as I get home I am
going to devise a training programme for
next year which will certainly include my
exercise pool!” 

And are there options for those of you
who already own a standard pool?
According to Chris Brindle of use-it-
more.com, an above-ground pool can be
converted at a cost of £5,000-6,000.
With the addition of a pack-away
enclosure (for all-year round shelter),
vertical-side insulation, heat pump, hot

tub features and Badu-jet to create a
counter-current, you can achieve the
swim-spa effect and use your pool for
several more months per year.

That truly seems to be one of the most
desirable benefits of the swim spa
experience. Swimming all year round in
your own garden in the UK has until now
been an expensive exercise in the UK. The
message from the retailers is clear: the
combination of reduced cost, small size
and ‘best of all worlds’ approach to
fitness, fun and relaxation is what has
prompted the boom in swim spa sales. If
you want to stay cool in your pool, stay
warm – all year round! ■

In an ever competitive housing market, it’s the

features that make that extra memorable
difference and convey to potential purchasers a
message about lifestyle that are increasingly
coming under the spotlight. And as the demand
for hot tubs and spas increases from all sectors of
the buying public, so this reflects in their list of
‘must-haves’ when choosing a property.

No longer exclusively the domain of the super-
rich, a quality hot tub in a log cabin has become an
affordable luxury, and demand is high – even
among those living in the chilly north of the country.
Yvonne Robertson has been running Carwhinley
Spas and Log Buildings in Cumbria with her
husband Darryl for a year and a half, and says that
business is booming. “The majority of our customers
are ordinary, hardworking people,” she said. “This
year there’s been more interest than last and we
expect next year to be even busier. People are more
aware and more interested than ever before and hot
tubs have become the latest home accessory.”

As affordability fuels demand, there are even
reports that some property companies have begun
fitting hot tubs as standard into new developments.
Certainly estate agents and consumers alike are
unanimous in agreeing that a quality installation can
increase a property’s saleability. Richard Stronach,

valuer for agents H&H King, says that the message
given out is clear. “Having a hot tub or equivalent
indicates a high-stack property – in other words, it’s
in a high-value area, it has privacy, space and is of a
better standard than average,” he said. “It indicates
that the property has been properly done up and
had money spent on it. And although they may not
show it, people are quietly impressed.”

At the higher end of the market, purchasers can
afford to make their impressions clear from the
outset and are more specific in their requirements.
Beyond a certain threshold, features such as pools,
jazcuzzis and steam rooms not only indicate even
more strongly the value of the property but are
conspicuous by their absence. Helen Budgen of
Humberts said. “There’s no doubt that an outdoor
water leisure feature adds value, for example, if
it’s a splendid wonderful installation with an
entertainment area. And at the £1m plus level 
you would expect it – it’s part of the tennis court
and pool lifestyle.”

Rob Godfrey from Bidwells, the largest
independent UK firm of property consultants
outside London, agrees. “Swimming pools are
regarded as a positive selling feature and sought-
after additions, especially in the mid-upper sector,
and indoor pools hold a premium,” he said. “We
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have a substantial house currently on the market at
£1.25m with an indoor pool. I’d say that even
though it may have cost a couple of hundred
thousand to build, it has uplifted the overall value
of the property by about £100k.” 

The penchant for outdoor pools, though, is still
strong, and with the change in attitude towards
‘green’ values and technology, it isn’t surprising that
the demand for eco pools, or natural swimming
pools, is booming. Clear Water Revival is a Bristol-
based company of ecological engineers established
at the beginning of 2006 and is harnessing the
interest in the renaissance of water gardens,
swimming in natural waters and the restoration of
aquatic habitats in England. The natural swimming
pool combines a conventional pool and a naturally
functioning wetland, creating a clean and chemical-
free environment for swimming and a wildlife
attraction for the garden. With the initial cost similar
to that of building a conventional pool, advantages
include low maintenance, passive solar heating and
the year-round beauty of a water garden. 

Clear Water Revival’s co-director David Nettleton
believes that these type of pools have the potential
to increase a property’s value even more than
traditional pools. “Some people may be put off by
the health and safety issues that go with owning a

normal pool,” he said. “As well as being free of
chemicals, natural swimming pools have more safety
features, for example, a shallow slope leading in
instead of a drop into deep water.” 

Natural pools are also about creating beautiful
spaces, with a bespoke, rustic design which blends
into and enhancing the scheme of the garden.
David says that because of their very recent
appearance in the UK, their impact on property
values is still hard to assess, but that aesthetics are
key. “They give the impression of something of a lot
more valuable than your conventional artificial
pool,” he said. “Natural pools have been going
strong in Austria for the last 20 years and have only
really emerged over here from about 2001. And,
after all, our climate isn’t that different from Austria.
When the property market has a chance to see
more working examples, it’ll really take off.”

For those seeking to buy a holiday home which
they may visit only occasionally, a property which is
already equipped with the means for a watery wind-
down has added appeal. Helen Budgen added:
“Weekenders from London love the idea of getting
somewhere which has a swim spa or hot tub – they
can escape the stress, get there, then just chill out
straight away with their own at home rather than
having to go out to public pool.” ➤➤ 49

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➤➤ While valuers and surveyors may still be
hesitant to commit themselves to a general
consensus about pinpointing additional value, one
such hot tub enthusiast and business owner has
no such qualms. Catherine Smalley and her
husband Mark moved from Leicestershire two
years ago to open Lakeland Spas near Carlisle. The
couple’s progress was featured on Channel Four’s
Relocation Relocation as millions tuned in to
watch them agonise over where to set up their
fledgling spa business when the show was aired in
January last year. The pair’s home, which had an
outdoor hot tub they had installed five years
earlier, was valued in preparation for the move. 

Catherine said: “We’d had a hot tub at the
house we lived in before and when we came to
sell it we’d added the tub as a separate deal. But
when it came to the final negotiations, the
purchaser offered the full asking price but then
wanted the hot tub included. We said to ourselves
that if we were ever in that situation again, we’d
do better than that.”

This time around, three agents valued the
Smalley’s house at £475k and all advised them to
offer the spa separately. However, this time the
couple would not be swayed. “We didn’t want
to mess about again,” said Catherine. “We
decided to add £20k to the price and see what
happened.” What did happen caught them –
and their estate agent – completely by surprise.
“We got the full asking price from four
purchasers within a week,” said Catherine. “And
the people who actually bought it had never had
a hot tub before! We’d had the tub for five
years, and we reckon we made an extra £12k on
the overall deal.”

Catherine thinks that estate agents aren’t
committing themselves to adding specific values
for these types of features because they are still
not that common. She added: “I’d advise anyone
to do what we did – just be confident. A hot tub
in a cabin in the garden is virtually another room
that you can use all year round. Once you’ve got
someone looking round your house, sell them the
lifestyle that goes with it – the benefits, the
convenience. And it’s already there – it’s a small
amount of extra money compared with the house
price and outweighs all the hassle of getting one.”

Consumers and estate agents alike remain united
about the ‘wow’ factor that hot tubs, swimspas and
pools bring to a property, infinitely enhancing its
attractiveness and saleability. And increasingly, it
seems, if there isn’t one there, there ought to be.
Hot tub owner Nadine Suitor from Cumbria has the
final word. She and her husband are looking to
move into a house next door to her elderly mother,
leaving her outdoor tub and gazebo behind. “The
house we’ve seen is lovely but at the moment it
doesn’t have a hot tub,” she said. “But the garden
is big enough. If there were no room for one, I
wouldn’t be moving there.” ■

What the experts say
� Do it properly! Don’t economise on heating, tiling, finish, etc –
you don’t want to give prospective vendors the impression that
they’re walking into their local public swimming baths.

� Situate an outside pool or tub in landscaped surrounds so it
looks good, not plonked in the middle of the lawn.

� Give a hot tub a gazebo or a cabin to make an instant
impact and catch the buyer’s eye straight away.

� Don’t have the garden dominated by a hot tub area
otherwise it will make it less sellable for 75% of the market.

� Make a hot tub or pool one of the separate feature areas of
the garden

� Dress a hot tub up like the rest of the house if you’re selling –
make sure the water is warm and crystal clear.

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Give an inch and they’ll take a mile; it’s
a motto hot tub manufacturers know

all too well.
No sooner do they come up with one

exciting new innovation than their
customers are demanding more. The
result is an industry that’s evolving at a
frantic pace; one in which new
innovations are forever struggling to stay
ahead of expectations.

Kevin Sanger of Elite Hot Tubs has seen
these changes from the front line. “Hot
tubs have been evolving very quickly in
terms of technology in the last five
years,” he says. “It’s like comparing an
old car from 30 years ago with one today.
That gives you an idea of the leap in
technology we’ve seen.”

Among the new developments to hit
the market recently are improvements in
water massage technology, in-tub lighting,
stereos and even DVD plasma screens, but
that’s nothing as to the kind of wonders
that are on the horizon.

“We’re now looking at things like
interactive controls whereby you can
check on the state of your hot tub from
your mobile phone,” he explains. “There
is even the possibility to control lighting
from your hot tub.”

Our perception of hot tubs is evolving as
rapidly as the technology. From simply a
place in which to relax and have a good
time, they could soon become the central
hub of any outdoor party, acting not only
as a place for people to have a soak, but
also playing music, controlling lighting and
generally setting the tone for the entire
outdoor space. I haven’t found one that
can run the barbecue yet, but rest assured
– it exists out there somewhere.

Sound and Vision
Increasingly hot tubs offer a complete
sensory experience, taking in sight,
sound and sensation, the addition of
integrated waterfalls and lighting
systems transforming them from purely
functional items into centre pieces for a
garden design .

Waterfalls and mini fountains create
soothing background music of running
water. The Illusion Spa from Splash Spas,
for example, includes a waterfall feature
with soothing sounds and a delightful
visual effect. It is adjustable for a full
stream or you can shut it off completely.

Meanwhile in-pool lights put on
spectacular displays, especially at night.
You don’t need to worry about the
dangers of combining electricity with
water; increasingly effective LED
technology makes it possible to achieve

stunning effects in perfect safety.
A good example is Jacuzzi’s J-400 hot

tub which uses light and movement of
water to the maximum effect. Waterfalls
offer the sound of moving water while
jets, with coloured LED lights, produce a
marvellous champagne bubbles effect.
More colourful LEDs are positioned
beneath the surface and behind
waterfalls, to complete a somewhat other
worldly effect.

The J 400 also includes a patented
‘Aquasound’ stereo system which uses
waterproof speakers embedded in the
bodywork of the hot tub to pipe through
a selection of tunes. It points to a
progressive trend to try and bring the
creature comforts of the living room into
the garden spa. Just sit back, grab a drink
and relax to the sounds of your favourite
tunes. Marquis spas, on the other hand,
feature a SoundsationsTM audio system and
enable the user to control the spa’s sound
from anywhere with the optional Dolphin
remote. Some even have speakers which
send vibrations through the seat so you
can actually feel the music. 

Others have gone a step further,
incorporating a waterproofed plasma
screen so you can enjoy TV and DVDs
while relaxing in the water. Prices for this
are around £7,000 which does not push it
too far beyond the reach of many people,
but the real zenith can be found with
Catalina spas who recently unveiled their
show stopping Theatre Spa. Seating
around 11 people gathered around a
plasma screen at the far end of tub, this is
a unique way to enjoy movies. LED lights,
waterfalls and targeted water jets
complete the package of absolute luxury. 

Swimming Lessons
One of the quickest growing sectors of
the market is in swim spas. To some it

might seem akin to blasphemy to
interrupt a relaxing soak with something
as vulgar as physical exercise, but to
others it is simply a natural extension. 

Swimming has been proved to be one
of the most effective forms of exercise
available, building up muscles and
improving aerobic capacity with minimal
stress on bones and joints. For those who
have always lusted over a swimming pool,
but have never had enough space, a swim
spa seems to be the perfect answer. 

Castle Hot Tubs use a patented
‘Exerswim’ propulsion system in their H2X
swim spas to create a superior swimming
experience. A special propeller creates a
wider, deeper, current while easy to use
digital controls help you control the speed
of the flow and the water temperature to
your own personal tastes. 

Other models contain a separate spa
compartment to help you recover in
comfort, perhaps with a nice drink.

Recent growth in this area has been
extravagant as Kevin Sanger confirms.
“Last year we sold around 25 swim spas,”
he explains. “This year we’ve already sold
16. The market for swim spas is almost
doubling annually and could soon be a
massive market sector.”

Water Movement
To find the most important technological
developments, however, we have to look
beneath the surface. Manufacturers are
sinking vast resources into making water
move in new and exciting ways that feel
nice and maximise these benefits by
targeting the right areas in the right
way. Powerful, but gentle jets target
individual muscles and pressure points
such as the back and neck soothing
aches and pains. Foot-wells can ease
painful feet while cluster jets target
specific points on the body. ➤➤ 52

Taking it one step further, some spas have
incorporated powerful magnets in the seats to ease
pressure points on the necks and joints. This may
seem like new age science fiction, but there are
those who swear by these systems and believe they
have been integral components in recovery from
serious injury. 

Easy Does It
For all the bells and whistles available in modern
hot tubs, sometimes it’s the simpler things that
keep people happy. 

“Most people just want to bathe for comfort,”
says Charles Farr of Catalina Spas, “so we’re
concentrating on providing better hydrotherapy
options. People are mostly interested in back up
services, reliability and peace of mind. They want
confidence in knowing they are dealing with people
who have been in the business for a long time and
will still be around in the future.”

Quality is all important and the standard, in terms
of construction and durability, has reached quite
staggering levels, among the best suppliers. Modern
models are made from touch impact resistant
materials, which withstand the worst that the
elements can throw at it without losing their looks.

Operation is made simple thanks to digital panels
which put full system control at your fingertips from
monitoring water quality to varying temperature to
your tastes. Some also offer remote controls so you
can get everything set up to perfection before you
even climb into the tub. This can be taken out much
further as wireless technology begins to infiltrate
every part of our lives. So-called intelligent homes
already exist in which ever appliance, including the
hot tub can be controlled from a central unit
somewhere in the house. You may even be able to
send instructions or monitor your hot tub while
you’re at work, a handy way to set it up ready for
your return.

The pace of development is certainly staggering,
but the main reasons for buying a hot tub have not
changed. Quality and reliability are all uppermost in
the minds of the customers and though the may be
dazzled by glamorous add-ons, the biggest sellers
will always be those that offer the best pure
bathing experience. ■
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Accessorise This
Sometimes it’s the extras that make life that

little bit sweeter. Wireless technology comes

into the spa with a remote control with which

you can change your music choices or vary

the temperature of the water and the

settings of the pump.

However, you might still have to leave your

seat to get nourishment, so how about some

drinks holders which clip onto the edge of

the hot tub so your glass of wine is never far

from reach? Alternatively you could go the

whole hog with a spa caddy as offered by

Sundance spas which attaches the rim of

any hot tub and acts as a side tray on which

you can place towels, drinks and food.

THE BARE NAKED TRUTH 
Always wanted to own a sauna but let
someone put you off? Don’t let common
misconceptions get your temperature rising,
discover the low down with Lorna Bareham’s
true or false guide

Originating from Finland, saunas have been part
Scandinavians’ daily life for thousands of years.

While many Brits have now too discovered the
benefits of a home sauna, some have reservations,
often for the wrong reasons…

Saunas are bad 
for your health
In fact, quite the opposite! Saunas have long been
renowned for their healing properties. Not only do
they provide the perfect environment to relax after
a stressful day at work, they also offer a whole
host of health benefits. According to Tylo Sauna's,
specialists in the field, saunas boost your
complexion, improve blood circulation and, by
encouraging the body to release endorphins,
create an all round feel-good factor. They may also
help to alleviate pain and improve joint mobility for
those with arthritis and rheumatism. Most people
can enjoy a sauna, however, if you are pregnant,
suffer from high blood pressure, heart problems or
any other medical condition; always check with
your GP before use. 

Saunas make your
muscles tighten up
Adrian Glover from Viking Saunas, says “The heat
actually relaxes the muscles and can relieve the
symptoms of a cold or flu, aches and pains etc.”

Saunas will burn a 
hole in your pocket
Despite what you may think, saunas are not
expensive to run. “The rate will obviously vary
depending on size and heater power,” explains
Andre Knight of Splash Spas, “but the average
running cost of a sauna is approximately 20p to
30p an hour.”

You can have a sauna
every day
If you are in good health, you can bathe in a sauna
as often as you like. “Enjoying a sauna is a personal
thing,” says Andre Knight of Splash Spas. He adds,

“you should always listen to your body and do as
you feel best. For first timers, we would suggest
staying in for a few minutes, depending on the
temperature.” Adrian Glover, says, “On leaving it is
best to take a cool or cold shower to help close the
pores then relax for a while until the body has
cooled and a feeling of complete relaxation is
achieved. If desired, the bather can then return to
the sauna and repeat the process.”

Saunas take up a lot 
of space
Saunas can be very compact in design. The smallest
in the Helo range (www.helo.co.uk) measures just
134cm x 109cm – about the space of a wardrobe! 

You have to be nude in 
a sauna
Whether you wish to enjoy a sauna in the buff,
prefer to wear a towel or bathing suit, it really
doesn’t matter; the important thing is that you feel
comfortable. The wooden benches in a sauna can
feel hot against the skin, so it’s best to have a towel
to sit on, and another to mop your brow. 

Saunas make you thirsty
The intense heat causes the body to
perspire excessively, so it’s important to drink plenty
of water before, during and after a sauna in order
to avoid dehydration. 

Saunas are high
maintenance
Saunas require very little maintenance says Graham
Kelsey of Summit Leisure, “Apart from the obvious
routine cleaning of the floor and benches, saunas
need little attention.”

Saunas are dangerous 
“Providing your sauna is properly
installed by a professional, there should be no
danger in its use,” explains Graham Kelsey. “While
heaters are installed with a protective rail, children
should always be supervised.” ■

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Owning a swimming pool or spa gives us an
opportunity to relax in some luxury in the

privacy of our own homes. For many of us, chilling
out in some warm water is the ideal way to forget
the stresses of the working week and problems at
home. However, global warming and climate
change have made water and fossil fuels
increasingly valuable resources so is it possible to
soak in the pool without a nagging doubt at the
back of your mind that your ostensibly harmless
pleasure is somehow contributing to the destruction
of the planet?

The answer, according to Brian Andrews,
Managing Director of Heritage Pools Ltd, can be yes.
He explains: “You can make many green choices in
the design of an ordinary swimming pool or spa
that can help reduce the resulting carbon footprint
from the pool.” Most pools are heated by oil or gas
but this can be supplemented by solar power. 

There are a number of companies offering a solar-
powered solution to the problem of heating the
pool. For outdoor pools Powertech Solar Ltd sell
OKU solar panels which absorb solar energy through
a large surface area made of black high molecular
polyethylene. Water passing through the panel is
heated and pumped back into the pool. So, how

many panels will you need? Technical Manager
Andy Clark explains: “The number of OKU panels
you need depends on the square metreage of the
pool. Fifty per cent of the pool square area is used
to calculate the quantity of panel absorber area
needed. For example a 10 x 5m pool requires
twenty-four OKU panels.” The panels can be easily
mounted on a roof, a fence or even on the lawn. 

When linked to an existing pool pump the
reduction in water pressure is minimal. There are
also few worries about maintenance as the panels
are resistant to swimming pool water and
temperature-resistant from -50˚C to 115˚C. 

The company also offers the more expensive
option of solar vacuum tube collectors which are
suitable for heating both indoor and outdoor
pools via a heat exchanger. Another attraction
of this option is that it can be incorporated into
the domestic heating system, thus defraying the
total cost.

Another company working in this area is Riomay,
who reckon on supplying six 3 x 1 m solar panels
for a 10 x 5 m pool holding 75 m3 of water. This
should supply 10800 kW of heat annually, enabling
the pool to be used for about eight months in
every year. At a relatively small extra cost ➤➤ 58

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➤➤ the solar panels can be rigged up to supply
hot water to the house, although the tank will
probably have to be replaced by a solar thermal
dual heat exchanger tank. The system will
automatically switch to conventional power if
there is not enough solar power. Riomay also
offer to make your solar panels an attractive
garden feature by hiding them within the
confines of a pergola.

While changes can be made to an existing pool,
if you are having a new pool constructed there are
a number of things you can do. A darker tile will
draw more heat into the pool and a transparent
cover will allow sunlight to heat the pool when
not in use. A thermal bubble cover will raise a
pool’s temperature a few degrees. Installing
insulation in the pool walls and floor will also
conserve heat and reduce bills. Another option is
to install ground source heat pumps, where a 60
m hole is bored into the ground to tap into the
natural thermal currents that exist at that depth.

For hot tubs a company called Eco Spas
recovers the heat lost from the spa pump to heat
the tub. Unlike many hot tubs which are made of
a single acrylic shell mounted in a wooden or
metal cabinet, the Eco Spas are moulded in one-
piece constructions. The shell of the tub is fully
insulated with foam to reduce the heat loss and
also to reduce the amount of electricity required. 

Humidity
Humidity can be an issue for indoor pools.
Unchecked, it can cause damage as the water
vapour gets into the walls and ceilings. One
solution is provided by Calorex, based near
London, who supply swimming pool dehumidfiers
which recover and recycle the latent energy
provided by humidity to provide heat for the water.

Water consumption
In these days of hosepipe bans water consumption
is a big issue. Of course, even the smallest
swimming pool uses a great deal of water so 
how can you enjoy a pool or spa without risking
becoming a social pariah? Fortunately, a solution
is at hand. A company called Dripool supply
automatic pool covers and an eco pool tank
recycling system so that you need never have to
worry about drought. Very simply, this consists of
a 5000 l storage tank and a pump. The pump
collects rainwater from the pool cover which then
passes into the tank where it is then sterilised,
ready to be returned to the pool when required.
There is no need to worry about the supply of
water as there is enough annual rainfall even in
the south of England to fill the tank.

Keeping the pool clean
Historically, acid, or most commonly, chlorine,
have been regarded as the most effective way to
keep the pool walls and floor free of algae.
However, the chemicals are potentially health
hazards– particularly to asthma sufferers and

those of us with sensitive skin – they are
expensive and they are abrasive to the tiles. One
environmentally friendly solution is to install
ionisers which starve the algae of oxygen, thus
destroying them before they damage the pool.
While it is still necessary to use chlorine, the
amount required is reduced by up to ninety per
cent. As well as the environmental benefit there
is a significant cost benefit in reducing chlorine
use. What’s more, the pump will last longer
because it will not corrode at the same rate as
when significant amounts of chlorine are being
used. Furthermore, chlorinated water must be
drained away whereas the water from a purified
pool can be recycled into the garden to stimulate
plant growth.

There are also proprietary products on the
market. For example, EcoOne offers a spa
treatment, the EcoOne Monthly Spa Treatment,
that it claims will stabilise the alkalinity and pH
of the water, eliminate scum lines and foam,
itching and rashes and help to alleviate dry skin
by reducing the overall chemical use. The
ingredients used in the spa treatment include
coconut, mineral and botanical extracts, all of
which are biodegradable.

Off the planet
At the far end of the scale of environmentally
friendliness there are companies such as Gartenart
which offer natural swimming pools, also known
as swimming ponds. The pool looks like a garden
pond but the water is clear and pure enough for
swimming. In the middle is a deep swimming area
and this is surrounded by a shallow area planted
with flora designed to purify the water. The
process of cleaning is therefore biological and
natural, rather than chemical. The company also
believes the biological process to be more effective
at cleaning the water than chlorine. To be
effective the pool requires the planting area to be
the same size as the swimming area. One
potential drawback of this system is that adding a
heated system is not recommended. However, the
plants will act as a natural solar panel so the
water will not be as cold as you might fear. ■

Hot and Cold
Everyone knows the sweet relief of
sinking into a hot bath to relieve tiredness
and relax your muscles – well hot tubs
work in the same way. The use of water
temperature to relax the body is known
as hydrothermal therapy. It is not a
modern phenomenon; the ancient Greeks
took therapeutic baths and water is an
important ingredient in the traditional
Chinese and Native American healing
systems. Generally, heat quiets and
soothes the body, slowing down the
activity of internal organs. In this way, a
hot shower can make a tense person feel
less anxious and stresses. Cold, in
contrast, stimulates and invigorates,
increasing internal activity. A tired and
stressed out person would benefit from a
warm shower or bath followed by a
short, invigorating cold shower to help
stimulate body and mind.

Hydrotherapy exploits the body’s reaction
to the sensations of extreme hot and
cold. The combination of moving water,
as well as the increased temperature,
stimulates the nerves carrying impulses
felt at the skin deeper into the body,
where they are instrumental in
stimulating the immune system,
influencing the production of stress
hormones, invigorating the circulation
and digestion, encouraging blood flow,
and lessening pain sensitivity. ➤➤ 62

Water
jet massage utilises jets of warm water in
circular motions to massage the body
from head to toe. Water jet massage
therapy is so effective that it is regularly
used by professional athletes and in the
treatment of paralytic patients. Air jets can
be strategically placed around the spa
pool to offer a therapeutic massage to the
lower body and back as the bather
relaxes. Different jets target various areas
of the body for different effects, such as
the neck, back, legs and calf area. Choose
from a powerful, deep massage for large
muscle groups or ingeniously placed jets
for a perfectly focused massage. Air jets
can also be used to provide a resistance
for the purpose of exercise in a small pool.

How it works...

When you submerge yourself in a bath, a
pool, or a whirlpool, you experience a
kind of weightlessness. Your body is
relieved from the constant pull of gravity.
Water also has a hydrostatic effect. It has
a massage-like feeling as the water gently
kneads your body. Water, in motion,
stimulates touch receptors on the skin,
boosting blood circulation and releasing
tight muscles. Water jet massage improves
the functioning of the neuromuscular
system. The continuous circular massage
from warm jets of water activates the
metabolism and loosens up stiff muscles.
The heat from the water soothes the
muscles and stimulates the flow blood,
giving a boost to the circulatory system.
The controlled pressure of water which is
applied all over the body also acts as a
form of acupressure.

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Aches and Pains
Hydrotherapy can offer some relief
to those suffering from a variety of
illnesses, including:

� Arthritis – hydrotherapy
treatments are very helpful in
managing chronic conditions such
as osteoarthritis and rheumatoid
arthritis. The warmth increases
circulation, and also reduces
muscle-spasms, helping to relieve
pain. Excess fluid in joints and limbs
passes into the bloodstream, which
is particularly beneficial to those
with inflammatory arthritis.

� Back and neck pain – Those
with or prone to chronic backaches
may benefit from alternating hot
and cold jets.

� Joint pain – the main thrust of
hydrotherapy is to rid the body of
the toxins that are thought to be
causing the joint pain and
inflammation.

� Stress – the more the water is in
motion, higher is its stress-relieving
benefits.Water seems to have
special powers in getting rid of stress
and rejuvenating our body. It affects
the skin and muscles. It calms the
lungs, heart, stomach, and
endocrine system by stimulating
nerve reflexes on the spinal cord.

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KEEP IT CLEAN

Water treatment and pool maintenance are vital for a
swimming pool or hot tub which is healthy for the

user and free from harmful bacteria and viruses.
Although the maintenance of swimming pool water can
appear complicated and difficult, all it takes is a little time
and regular attention to keep it clean, bug free and safe. 

Ask your pool installer for advice on additional
equipment to make the chores easier. Some even provide
a full maintenance service contract and do it for you.
Alternatively it may be worth paying for a weekly
maintenance service from a pool contractor. If you want
to do it yourself, it should take you no more than half an
hour per week to test the water and clean it. Cloudy,
unpleasant smelling water, limescale build-up and
deposits of dirt and grime are the most common
problems experienced but, with a little TLC, cleaning and
maintainance should be relatively simple.

Cleaning Checklist
After the winter, you will
need to clean your pool
thoroughly for the summer
season.

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Safety First
Most youngsters enjoy splashing around
in the water and, under constant
supervision; a home pool is a great place
for them to swim. However, as any parent
knows, you only have to take your eyes
off them for a second and they are up to
mischief! This is why, it’s crucial to take
preventative measures to help ensure their
safety. Robin Norriss, Managing Director
of Astral UK, one of the country’s largest
pool companies, says safety in and around
the pool should be the number one
priority. “If you are building a new pool,
plan safety measures in at the design
stage,” he advises. 

Preventative Measures
So what measures are available for
keeping pools safe? There are plenty of
products, including video cameras,
infrared beams and physical barriers,

such as fences and gates. Tony Pass is
the founder of UK Pool Covers, who
specialise in safety systems for pools.
Tony advises against relying on just one
measure however, as all of them have
drawbacks. He says, “Video cameras are
useful devices but you will also need
someone there to monitor the screen, 
so they are limited. Infrared beams 
are good perimeter devices but can be
‘false alarmed’ by cats, dogs etc. You
might gain a couple of seconds – if
you’re around to hear it – as the child 
is not yet in the water. Physical barriers
such as a fence can help, but remember
that kids will just jump over it if a 
ball goes in. They can also be unsightly
and impractical.”
Robin agrees, “Don’t rely on just one
product to make your pool “safe”. At the
very least you need a good quality safety
cover, a fence or barrier to keep the pool

area separate from the rest of the garden
and a sensor alarm, preferably one which
sounds inside the house or as part of
your home security system.” 

Warning Bells
There are a variety of alarms on the
market currently, designed to go off if a
child falls into the water. Says Tony,
“Whilst alarms are useful, they should
only be used as a secondary system as,
by the time you hear it, the child is
already in the water and it may be too
late. Also, alarms are easily set off by
wind and rain, creating a public
nuisance and so some pool owners
choose to disable them, rendering them
useless. Alarms generally don’t work
under a bubble cover either. If you are
going to use an alarm, a sonar alarm is
the best bet.’

Laws & Regulations
Stringent safety regulations regarding
home pools were recently introduced in
France, and it is likely that Britain will
adopt similar laws in the near future.
Under the new act, French pool owners
must either enclose their pool or install a
proper safety cover. Astral Pool’s Capcir
pool cover is one such product that
complies with the new French laws. 
The above ground, automatic cover 
is easy to install on an existing pool 
and hardwearing. 
“Safety has to be a main priority
regarding a home swimming pool,”
agrees Jamie Adam of Golden Coast
Limited. “Whilst safety is taken as given
in terms of making sure children are
supervised when in the water, the same
is not always the case when the pool is
not used.” It is for this reason that there
are a range of ‘safety’ pool covers on
the market. The ‘Roll Sun’ cover system
available from Golden Coast is designed
with safety in mind. Used in conjunction
with optional locking clamps, the cover
once extended, can be ‘locked’ into
position to improve safety for children
under five, meeting the French European
specification for mandatory pool covers.
In the end, however, it is important to
remember that, whilst fences and covers
can offer some protection against children
drowning in pools, there is no substitute
for active and constant supervision of
children around any type of open water.
Says Tony, “Spend wisely on safety
measures for your pool and there will be
no need to be afraid of the water.” ■

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Keep plants in contained areas for natural beauty that doesn’t shed on the decking. 
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That’s not to say you have few options
when it comes to laying out your garden
– there are hundreds of paving and
decking products to choose from and if
you can’t do without plants then why not
grow them in containers, where their
growth and location can be controlled?

Many gardeners look for a balance
between low maintenance and high visual
appeal, and modern garden design has
grown to reflect this. A patio or deck will
obviously be fairly trouble-free, but you
can minimise work elsewhere by using a
light-excluding mulch to suppress weeds.
Avoid lawns, which require hours of work
every week through the summer months,
and choose perennial plants (which live
for many years) rather than annuals
(which only last for one and will soon
need replacing).

Stone Me
While good quality paving can be
expensive, there are few materials that
work better with water; the clean, formal
lines counterbalancing the changeable
nature of a pool or fountain. Easy to keep
clean, the right choice of stone also offers
good grip to bare-footed swimmers.

A well-designed patio can extend the
living space of a house into the outdoors;
tailor-made for eating out and relaxing in
the fresh air. The location and design is
crucial to its success so, as with all large
projects, it pays to take your time at the
design stage. Consider how you will use
the area and how often – if it’s mostly for
entertaining is it close enough to the
kitchen and is there a direct route
between the two? If you have private
relaxation in mind, then can the site be
overlooked by neighbours or passers-by?
If it’s only for occasional use then does it
disrupt your view of the existing garden
from the house? Quite apart from these
considerations are the more basic aspects
of exposure to the elements. Take a few
days to observe how long and at what

times the site is in the sun, and how you
will shelter it from the wind. A little
patience now will pay dividends.

Hit The Deck
Timber surfaces can make a beautiful and
long-lasting contribution to many
gardens, and can be used in much the
same way as paving to extend your living
space. Building a deck is also a
comparatively low-cost way of
landscaping an area and will take years of
abuse with only the most basic
maintenance. This is not to say that you
should skimp on the budget – cheap
materials can lead to a cheap-looking end
result so go for the best timber and
fixings you can afford.

Although wood is a natural material,
the uniform look of decking is far from
organic. This allows you to play with the
contrast between the clean lines of the
deck and the more random form of
surrounding planting. Allow the two to
mingle by using creeping plants and
overhanging branches.

Power Plant
If acres of stone and timber don’t fit 
with your idea of a paradise garden,
don’t despair. Once the permanent
structures are in place you can begin to
add planting. Use herbs such as 
rosemary, thyme and mint around an
entertaining area and they will release
their scent every time you brush past.
You can even pick a few handfuls to 
add to your barbecue.

While it’s not advisable to create flower
beds too close to a pool, you can
certainly use plants in containers – ideally
finished with gravel or slate chippings to
keep the compost in place. These will be
a highly visible part of your design, so
don’t cut corners. Seek out pots that
match the style of your garden and
remember that plants will do best in
larger containers. ■

TOP FIVE 
architectural plants
Agave – Requiring full sun and well-
drained soil, agaves often do well in
containers on a hot patio.

Bamboo – There are many types to
choose from, including some with
striking black stems. Best kept in a
pot as can be very invasive.

Canna Lily – The large, exotic
leaves and spectacular flowers 
are a winning combination. They
may need winter protection in
colder areas.

Tree Fern – Surely the ultimate for a
tropical feel. Now widely available,
these plants require some shade
and a sheltered position.

Eucalyptus – An excellent option
for the low-maintenance garden,
and an easy way to give your
garden a sense of chic elegance.

Design Ideas

� Location is the most important
aspect of hard landscape
design – get this right and the
rest will fall into place.

� Decking and paving can be
made to fit any shape, but
avoid very sharp angles as they
cause problems with mobility.

� Use balustrades to define
edges and protect flower beds.
Any railings around water must
be well built.

� Changes in level add heaps of
interest, particularly in an
otherwise flat garden.

� Pay attention to textures and
finishes around water – good
grip in all conditions is vital.

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His view is the market for pool covers needs to
be flexible and full of options. Telescopic pools are
now attracting more interest than ever. They allow
the flexibility of enclosing the pool during the
winter or opening up during the warmer months.

“The huge advantage is that the telescopic
pool covers are cheaper than the conventional
fixed building and also protect the pool from dirt
and debris.

The building are made to measure and if you
are looking at the telescopic option there’s no
such thing really as a price list but low buildings
cost typically between £12000 to £19,000 with
the price range going up top £40,000.”

Graham Kelsey from Summit Leisure says that
when customers start looking at investing in a
pool they are already anticipating that the
weather is going to be a problem.

Judge Jules would describe his perfect
day as chilling by his private pool in

Ibiza. Trained as a lawyer but now a
multi-award-winning DJ, Jules has spent
the last ten summers living and working
on the tiny party isle which, with its
legendary parties, justifiably remains the
clubbing capital of Europe.
